What can I learn from this course?
· Appropriate values, perceptions and expectations of married life.

· Suitable and nurturing communications skills.

· To effectively manage disagreement and conflict.
· To develop integrity in your interpretation and application of scripture to guide your own life as a KC householder.

How long is the course?
